Class Specifications:

Novice Hunter - Open to any rider on a Horse or Pony. 

Novice Equitation - Open to riders who have not shown over fences exceeding 2’3”.

Chidren’s/Adult Special Hunter – Open to Horses/Pony and Rider combinations who 
have not shown over fences 3’or over in the previous year.  No in and outs.

Classes to Count for Championships:

Short Stirrup Hunter 2,3,5 Short Stirrup Equitation  4,6
Novice Hunter  8,9,11 Children’s/Adult Special Hunter 15, 16, 18
Novice Equitation 10,12 Pleasure 13, 14 Children’s Equitation 19,20

Rules And Regulations:

1. Entry Fees:  $20 per class; NEHC Pleasure $25; and all Medal classes $30

2. A $10 fee toward the cost of having an Emergency Medical Technician on the show 
grounds will be charged to each rider.

3. Show management reserves the right to combine, cancel, reschedule or divide classes 
when deemed necessary.

4. Every class offered which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current 
NEHC and MHC rulebooks will be judged and conducted in accordance therewith.

5. All classes to be judged on performance and soundness, unless otherwise noted. Judges’ 
decisions are final.  Trophy and 8 ribbons to be awarded in each class.  Championship and 
Reserve ribbons to be awarded in accordance with NEHC.

6. Entries may be made in advance by mail, by telephone or Fax:  508-759-8653, or in 
person the day of the show.  A post entry fee of $15 will be charged on entries not in by 
12 PM on the Friday before the show.

7. NO DOGS! Please do not bring your dog to the horse show.

8. An outdoor Novice/Lunging area will be available.

9. NO SMOKING within 100 feet of any building!

The following Classes/Divisions are rated “C” by MHC and NEHC:  Short Stirrup 
Hunter (2,3,5) , Short Stirrup Equitation( 4,6), Open Hunter Pleasure(13), Children’s/
Adult Special (15,16,18-MHC Only), Adult Equitation (31), Children’s Equitation (19,20), 
Under 18 Equitation (25), NEHC Pleasure (C) (14)

Directions:
From Route 3 South- go to end.  Take Route 6 West to Buzzards Bay (Bourne Rotary).

From Route 195 East - go to end.  Take Route 495/25 (toward Cape & Islands).  Take Exit 3 to 
Buzzards Bay (Bourne Rotary).

From Bourne Rotary - Take a hard right just past CVS and Exxon Gas Station onto Head of the Bay 
Road.  Go 1 mile, take right onto Bournedale Road.  Grazing Fields is 2/10 mile on right, please use 
2nd farm gate entrance.
